1. We believe in the value of the small church

The small church has value in and of itself. While most of the
attention is paid to large churches, the small church is making
a powerful impact on Canadian church life.

2. We believe in the centrality of Jesus Christ in the life of
the church.

In the Bible the church is described as a body, a building and a

bride. Jesus is the head of that body, the corner stone of the

building and the bridegroom waiting for his bride. Every church

needs to measure its value by its relationship to Jesus and

that relationship is vital to the small church.

3. We believe in the uniqueness of each and every church.
